PRIMARY ELECTION DAY - TUESDAY, MAY 18, 2021

The Primary Election is on Tuesday, May 18, 2021. Make a plan now for how you will be voting and pay attention to deadlines. Voters will be required to wear a mask and social distance (6 feet apart) while waiting in line and inside the polling place.

Churchill District 4 Polling Place - Beulah Presbyterian Church
For the May 18th election, the Churchill District 4 polling place will be Beulah Presbyterian Church, 2500 McCrady Road, Pittsburgh PA 15235. Churchill Residents in District 1 will vote at the Churchill Borough Building; Residents in Districts 2 & 3 will vote at St. John Fisher Church. If you recently moved to Churchill or you don’t know your district, you can access your Polling District Location by clicking on this link: https://www.pavoterservices.pa.gov/Pages/PollingPlaceInfo.aspx
In the upcoming Primary, only political party registrants will select candidates for this year’s local November election (judicial, county, municipal, and school district). In Pennsylvania (a closed primary state), if you are registered as “Independent” or “Unaffiliated” you can vote for or against the 5 ballot questions which will be on the ballot, but NOT for any party candidates. There is still time to change your voter registration, affiliate with a party of your choice, and become completely enfranchised.
The Churchill Borough Office or the Department of State www.pavoterservices.pa.gov or www.votespa.com have voter registration forms (first-time, change of party, or change of address). There are additional forms for requesting an absentee ballot or a mail-in ballot.  The lobby and Churchill Borough Office are still closed to the public; however, if you call and request the form(s) or stop by the office, they are willing to provide them to you. New or changed registrations must be received at the Allegheny County Elections Division (Room 609, County Office Building, 542 Forbes Avenue, Pittsburgh, PA 15219) by 5 PM, 15 days prior to election day, May 3 this election (postmarks no longer apply).  Applications for Absentee or Mail-in Ballots must be received by the Allegheny County Elections Division by 5 PM, 7 days prior to election day, May 11 this election (postmarks no longer apply).
In Pennsylvania, you have two options for mail ballots:

Mail-in ballot – Any qualified voter may apply for a mail-in ballot. You may simply request this ballot without a reason.

Absentee ballot – If you plan to be out of the municipality on election day or if you have a disability or illness that prevents you from going to your polling place on election day, you can request this ballot type, which still requires you to list a reason for your ballot. Make sure you get one of these ballots for your “away” college children.

BALLOT QUESTIONS:

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – Article III, Section 9 Relating to Termination or Extension of Disaster Emergency Declarations

Shall the Pennsylvania Constitution be amended to change existing law and increase the power of the General Assembly to unilaterally terminate or extend a disaster emergency declaration—and the powers of Commonwealth agencies to address the disaster regardless of its severity pursuant to that declaration—through passing a concurrent resolution by simple majority, thereby removing the existing check and balance of presenting a resolution to the Governor for approval or disapproval?

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – Article IV, Disaster Emergency Declaration and Management

Shall the Pennsylvania Constitution be amended to change existing law so that: a disaster emergency declaration will expire automatically after 21 days, regardless of the severity of the emergency, unless the General Assembly takes action to extend the disaster emergency; the Governor may not declare a new disaster emergency to respond to the dangers facing the Commonwealth unless the General Assembly passes a concurrent resolution; the General Assembly enacts new laws for disaster management?

Proposed Constitutional Amendment – Article I, Prohibition Against Denial or Abridgement of Equality of Rights Because of Race or Ethnicity

Shall the Pennsylvania Constitution be amended by adding a new section providing that equality of rights under the law shall not be denied or abridged because of an individual’s race or ethnicity?

Statewide Referendum - Making Municipal Fire and Emergency Medical Services Companies Eligible for Loans - Ballot Question

Do you favor expanding the use of the indebtedness authorized under the referendum for loans to volunteer fire companies, volunteer ambulance services and volunteer rescue squads under 35 PA.C.S. §7378.1 (related to referendum for additional indebtedness) to include loans to municipal fire departments or companies that provide services through paid personnel and emergency medical services companies for the purpose of establishing and modernizing facilities to house apparatus equipment, ambulances and rescue vehicles, and for purchasing apparatus equipment, ambulances and rescue vehicles, protective and communications equipment and any other accessory equipment necessary for the proper performance of the duties of the fire companies and emergency medical services companies?

Allegheny County Proposed Ordinance Special Election Question

Shall the Allegheny County Code, Chapter 205, Allegheny County Jail, be amended and supplemented to include a new Article III, which shall set forth standards governing conditions of confinement in the Allegheny County Jail?
